Dear Parents/Carers 

As part of our topic, we are very excited to visit Clifton Park Museum to learn about 

how the Romans lived in Rotherham. 

The children will discover how and why the Roman fort at Templeborough was built 

through an examination of archaeology from the site. They will also learn about the life 

of a British woman known to have lived in and around the Roman fort.  

This experience will not only enhance the children’s knowledge and understanding of 

the Romans but will also form an incredible link to their own local history of Rotherham.  

Participating in this trip will also allow the children to achieve one of their bronze 

cultural experience pledges.
