KS1 Trip to Yorkshire Wildlife Park 
 

On Tuesday 4th March, children from Year 1 and 2 will be visiting Yorkshire Wildlife 
Park. The trip will be led by Mrs Sharp, Miss Hollingworth and Mrs Barnes and the 
Y1/2 staff. All Local Authority risk assessments have been completed. The children 
will be travelling via Expressways Coaches. The coach will depart school at 9am and 
return at approximately 3pm. 
 
As the children are learning about the animal kingdom in science, and learning about 
polar bears in our animals of the Arctic in geography, this trip will deepen their 
knowledge and understanding through the workshop. It will also put their learning in 
context. Outings are enjoyable and a very valuable educational experience and we 
thank you for your support.   
 
The cost of this trip will be £17. This trip has been subsidised by school. Please contact 
the school office if you have any questions regarding payment. All enquires will be 
treated confidentially ALL payments and consent must be made through Parent 
Pay. This request is for a voluntary contribution and in no way represents a charge.  
The contribution is genuinely voluntary and no parent/carer is under any obligation to 
pay and no pupils at the school will be treated differently according to whether or not 
their parents have made any contribution in response to the request. However, if 
insufficient contributions are forthcoming then the trip may have to be cancelled. 
 
Children will need a packed lunch including a drink (no glass bottles, fizzy pop or 
chocolate please).  If your child would like to order a school sandwich, please complete 
the online form which will be included in the email with this letter. 
  
Uniform should be worn along with suitable clothing for the weather including sensible 
footwear.
