Remember when Sheffield was taken over by a colourful herd of Elephants an d a bright 
bunch  of Be ars? Well, the sculpture trail is back for 2026 – and this time it’s even bigger! 

Next summer, a Pride of lions, lionesses and cubs will take to the streets of Sheffield, 
Doncaster, Barnsley, and Rotherham, all in aid of Sheffield Children’s Hospital. We’re 
delighted that your child’s school will be part of the Little Pride , helping to raise vital 
funds.  

Back in 2021, the Bears of Sheffield trail raised over £1 million to transform the Oncology 
and Haematology ward at Sheffield Children’s. This time, we’re hoping to raise even more 
to continue supporting children and families who rely on Sheffield Children ’s.  

How it works   

Your school has pledged to raise £950 for Sheffield Children’s Hospital Charity. In return, 

the school will receive one of our 150 lion cub sculptures to  decorate however they wish. 
Each cub will be displayed on the trail throughout summer 2026 before returning to its 
forever home at the school.   

Every school will also have exclusive access to an education pack created by our 

education sponsor, Twinkl, full of ideas and activities to bring the trail to life in the 
classroom.   

By taking part in the project, your school is helping Sheffield Children’s deliver world -class 

care, investing in new facilities, equipment, and research that will transform young lives.   

We hope you will support your school’s fundraising efforts, whether that’s donating, taking 
part in events, or helping to spread the word.
